Typical Relational Pattern
1. You Need something from me and somehow you Communicate that to me.
2. If it goes well, and I Meet your need then you desire a Relationship with me.
3. I feel Good about Myself.
Equation:
My Personal Worth = My Performance + Your Approval
Negative Consequences
1. Compulsive desire to Please.

2. Withdrawal in order to avoid the inevitable Failure.
3. Growing sense of Despair.

A New Perspective
1. God needs Nothing from me.

“He is the God who made the world and everything in it. Since he is Lord of heaven and earth, he doesn’t live in man-made temples, and human hands can’t serve his needs—for he has no needs. He himself gives life and breath to everything, and he satisfies every need there is”

Acts 17:24-25

2. Therefore, I cannot Perform.

3. My Attempts to do so are Rejected.

A New Pattern
